SPELLING ACTIVITIES
Crossword

Create a crossword pattern using your current words and write questions as clues.

Spelling Rhymes
Create spelling rhymes to help you remember your words.

Synonyms

Find a synonym – words that mean the same or similar - for as many of your words as you can.

Changing a letter

See if you can make some new words by changing one letter in your words – for example: what – that.

Sentence and illustration

Choose your favourite word from your list.  Write a sentence using the word and illustrate it.
Rhyming words
Can you find two words to rhyme with each of your words?  

For example: read – bead and seed.

Alphabetical order

Write your words in alphabetical order.

Alliterations

Create alliterations – words with the same initial sound – for your words.

Little words in big words

How many small words can you find in each of your words?

Anagrams

Can you arrange ALL the letters in your words to make a sentence or a phrase? – try to make sure it makes sense.

Mnemonics

For example – Big Elephants Can Always Understand Small Elephants = BECAUSE.
Different fonts

Write the word in lots of different styles of handwriting.

Assonance

Find words with the same ending sound – rhyming.

Acrostic

Write a short acrostic poem using your words.

Helpful hints

Break the word up and put symbols in certain places to help you remember.

Joining words with meanings

Words on one side, meaning on another – join with lines.

Spelling hangman

Play hangman with a partner using your words.

Wordsearch

Make a word search with all your words.

Make a riddle

Make a riddle to explain how the word is spelt.

Letter jumbling
Partner chooses a spelling and jumbles the letters.  Other partner must work out word.

Draw using letters

Try to draw what the word is using all the letters.

Snapshot

Write your word on large paper with marker pen.  Hold paper up to light and take snapshot of your word for 5-10 seconds.  Close eyes for 5-10 seconds to help remember spelling of word.  Write word down.
